1. The abstracts must be in English with no more than 250 words. (Using Arial font size 12 points). Use single-line vertical spacing and leave one line between paragraphs

2. The title must be in CAPITALS LETTERS on the first line and it should be concise but explicit.

3. The names of the authors should follow immediately under the title. Type initials and family name of the authors in CAPITALS LETTERS and underline the name of the presenter (eg: T C CHEW). DO NOT include degrees or professional designations. The names of institutions,city,country should be in lower case, following immediately after the authors.

4. A 50 word CV is required from each presenter to enable the session Chairman to introduce you should your abstract be accepted.

5. Organise the body of the abstracts as follows:
- Introduction and aims

- Method

- Results

- Conclusion

6. Do not include graphs, tables or references in the abstract
